$168.13 for 500 of these. Board decided to get a price fpom
Hagerstown Bookbinding also.

We discussed the binders that will have to be split., We have
already divided Dist, 25-3 and there are more that will probably
have to be divided,

Board voted to transfer Franklin J, Schaller and Edgar M, Cline
to their proper districts, although they would not sign a transfer
blank and to notify them of theilr new voting place,

JMr, Kaylor read a letter from the Williamsport Clubs stating that
they would like for us to come to Willliamsport to register, Mr,.
Kaylor and Mr. Long will draft a letter to answer this,.

Board shall determine the extra help we will need, They suggested
that we use L girls on July 13,
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Mr., Fred Wright, III appeared before the Board concerned that
we were not going out in the County to register.
