The Board Certified the Certificates of the Candidates that have
filled for office and to the best of their knowledge and belief they appear
to be correct,

Mr, McCauley made Motion that we would send 2 Registrars to the
Falrground during Fair week, monday thru Saturdsy from 5 PM to 10 PM,
Seconded by Mr, Kaylor, Motlon carried, Mr, Harclerode will see that the
sign, table & chairs are delivered there,

Board requested that Machine Custodians & Printer prepare Sample
Ballot and then the Board will check same,

Board authorized Order for Absentee Ballots be given to Rudy &
Spong o This will include Democrat, Republican for sach Senatorial Sub
Distrlicts and also a Decline ballot,

Motion to ratify 5 Members of each Central Committee to be voted on
at this election, Motion unanimously carried,

All Election Material will be headed as Primary & Specilal Election,
because of the question on the Referendum being on the ballot this time,
