Board will meet via teleconference at
5:00PM each canvass day to review ballots. Discussion was had about
allowing the public to interact with the review process. The plan is to have
the public view the review process through a live stream, then be logged
in to a Google Meet to submit challenges or questions to the Board about
a specific ballot decision.
