Dottie distributed copies of the information received from the State
Board for the Board Members to use when doing the survey of all the
polling places to determine the accessibility for elderly and handi-
capped voters.

Dottie will advise the
State Board staff of this date as they are sending staff members to
accompany our Board members as they begin the survey. We will also
contact the County Disability Citizens Coordinator, so they can
schedule someone to go on the survey. The Board's greatest concern
is the lack of available barrier free polling places within each
election precinct.

Motion by Lee McCauley and seconded by Walter Bell that the meeting
be adjourned at 3:20 P.M. The Board went to the County Commissioners
with the 1985-86 budget proposali following the meeting. The next
regular meeting will be held on May 14, 1985.
