Motion carried,
We will white to the machine company for sample of such a card
and the price of same,

We diseussed election day mistakes and problems, Board was
advised that some of the voters did not want to change to a
different election district. We have been getting phone calls
from those voters that do not want to change., Board decided that
8ince it is the law, we will put the person in his proper election
district and we will notify him of the change,

The Board 0.K.'d the Election dates and d&ta sheet as compiled
by our Attorney,

Motion by Mr., Long and seconded by Mr, McCauley that we move
the voting for Dist., 9 from the Leiters_turg Schgol to the
Leitersburg Grange Hall, Motion carried.

The Board decided that if the Board of Education wants us to
move the voting in Smithsburg to the Elementary Schhol that we
will, We are to call Mr, Kepler to find out where the vobing
Wwill be in the Elementary School., .

We discussed a new voting place for Dist. 17=-1, as the Antietam
St, School will be closed, The Board will check on & new voting
place before the next meefing,

The Board discussed a letter received from Doris Downs, as to the
possibility of her receiving an absentee ballot, We will write
and tell her to try to register in Hawail, as she 1s living there now.
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
