PRAISE and THANKSGIVING:  We pray these Scriptures to You, Oh Lord, our God!  
Thank you Father God, Lord Jesus and Holy Spirit for who You are!

PRAYER POINTS  covered in today’s call:

A. For our Elbert County, for its citizens to step up and be strong in standing up and being firm in praying for and supporting what is right, good and constitutional.

Jer 15:19  Therefore, thus says the LORD, "If you return, then I will restore you-- Before Me you will stand; And if you extract the precious from the worthless, You will become My spokesman. They for their part may turn to you, But as for you, you must not turn to them.

Thank you for not being surprised at anything –We pray you carry out your plans in a way that calls attention to your power and majesty.  Please help us  to step up and be bold to pray and act according to your will, to eradicate the evil that has infiltrated our nation!

During this Christmas season especially, help us be YOUR light in the world – help us help others to focus on the real reason of this season.  Help us to not be discouraged, but to still look to you, for you alone are the core of salvation and hope.  Let that message come out clearly through our churches – let people seek true, Bible-teaching churches to hear this message and receive hope.  Let this be a season of people being guided to you, not just now, but in a continuing and true saving relationship with You!

Rom 5:1-5  Therefore, having been justified by faith, we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ,  (2)  through whom also we have obtained our introduction by faith into this grace in which we stand; and we exult in hope of the glory of God.  (3)  And not only this, but we also exult in our tribulations, knowing that tribulation brings about perseverance;  (4)  and perseverance, proven character; and proven character, hope;  (5)  and hope does not disappoint, because the love of God has been poured out within our hearts through the Holy Spirit who was given to us.

Holy Spirit, guide and direct our governors throughout the land, take away any desire to use COVID to maintain power.  Be with business owners, give favor to businesses and help them recover.  Organize them to pray and stand up for what is righteous and your desire.  Give them plans and strategies to let government know they can operate safely. We pray for homeless people, especially now with the cold – protect them, help them, find them employment, shelter, food,protect from cold.  Help them to find resources they need, and let them feel loved.

Pray for those who are lonely, people isolated, especially today for
Jack, a 100 year old friend of Tom Peterson, who is in hospital as of Monday  for pneumonia from COVID.  Please heal him, Lord, and open his heart, Holy Spirit, to know you!  He also lost his wife this past year, and is alone in hospital.  Help him know you and feel your peace, comfort and grace.  Be with medical people around him, for their comfort, patience, and that they are Christian and can be a witness to him of You!

We pray for children, especially for those who aren’t physically in school, but trying to learn online at home.  Some of them are in dangerous situations in unhealthy families.  Many are experiencing loneliness as they are isolated from interaction with friends.   Be with them, keep from harm and keep them engaged.  Stop suicides among the children and among all who are experiencing loneliness and despair for other reasons.  Give them all hope and peace and love, and open their hearts to salvation through You, Lord Jesus!

Jer 15:21  "So I will deliver you from the hand of the wicked, And I will redeem you from the grasp of the violent."

Lord, deliver us out of hands of wicked, out of the grasp of the ruthless.  Those who seek to destroy our families.  With your strong arm, you stretch and scatter evil and those who seek to destroy us.

For Elbert county families – enable parents, husbands and wives to tap into your power, that we all can encourage each other, help each other, that with fewer outside resources, you would strengthen families within themselves for spiritual, mental and physical health, to grow in relationship with each other and with YOU, Lord.

H. We pray that Senator Elect John Hickenlooper will be directed by You, Holy Spirit, and that You will convict him of his sin and need for you!
