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LEIF LINDBLOM SUMMER 
MUSIC SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM



OVERVIEW
The Cousino High School Band Booster Scholarships were established to assist with ongoing instrumental opportunities for Cousino High School students. Additional musical study is a very important means to becoming proficient on the student’s instrument of choice (including voice). Scholarships are intended for students who have indicated a sincere desire to become better musicians. 
One (1) $250.00 Lief Lindblom Summer Music Scholarship is awarded on an annual basis to a 12th Grade graduating senior who is planning to major or minor in the field of music. The scholarship is named for Leif Lindblom who was Director of Choirs at Cousino High School from 1962-1998 and also Director of Bands from 1985-1998. 
REQUIREMENTS 
The Student must be enrolled in Cadet, Concert, Symphonic, Jazz Band or Choir for the 2018-2019 school year. The Lief Lindblom Summer Music Scholarship may only be used for continued study of a musical instrument at the collegiate level. Consideration for scholarship awards will be made as soon as possible after submission to and review by the Cousino High School Band Booster Scholarship Committee, which includes the Cousino Director of Bands, President of the Band Boosters, and three Band Boosters parents. Scholarship funds may be used to defray the cost of lessons or necessary music, books or supplies that are required at the collegiate level. 
Students must submit a completed application form and essay to one of the Cousino High School Band Booster Officers or to the Director of Bands no later than the end of the school day on Wednesday, May 15th, 2019. The Leif Lindblom Summer Music Scholarship recipient will be notified Tuesday, May 28, 2019 at the Annual Awards Banquet. 
FULFILLMENT OF AWARDED SCHOLARSHIPS 
The student who is awarded the Lief Lindblom Summer Music Scholarship must follow the criteria below in order to receive the scholarship funds: 
1. The student must submit a copy of the acceptance letter from the university that the student plans to attend. This letter must state that the student is enrolled in the music study program. 
2. The student must submit receipts for the payment of lessons or music, books, or supplies that are required at the collegiate level. 
3. All documentation must be submitted to the President or the Treasurer of the Band Boosters.
4. [bookmark: _GoBack]Recipients of the scholarship award have one year to use the scholarship. The amount must be used in full by May 31st 2020.
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
