· As a cast or crew member, I will be enrolled in 7th period Play Production.  I will receive a letter grade for this class based on attendance, participation, attitude, preparation and performance.  Parent and student initials to confirm you are adding this class __________  _______
· I have the potential to earn a maximum of 8 Thespian points through my participation in this production.
· For each unexcused absence OF ANY KIND, my grade will be lowered by a letter grade (i.e. A to B, B to C).  Each unexcused tardy will result in your final grade being lowered by a half grade (for example, an A will be an A-, a B- will be a C+).  
ATTENDANCE

· I must provide my conflicts (including, but not limited to work, sports, field trips, etc) to the Director by Friday, September 11th.  If not, missing rehearsal for ANY reason will be considered an unexcused absence.  Suspensions are unexcused absences.  So are birthday parties and trips to Disneyland.   

· I must notify the director AS SOON AS POSSIBLE of any absence due to extreme, sudden illness or family emergency, in order for the absence to be counted excused. · I am required to remain in the rehearsal space (i.e. theatre, choir room) while rehearsal is in session (generally 2:45-5:45 p.m.), unless I have been excused early or have received permission from the Director to leave.

· If I miss rehearsal for any reason other than a death in the family or a dire emergency during the last two weeks of rehearsal, I will be replaced. AT THE START OF REHEARSAL:

· Rehearsals begin promptly at 2:45pm.  I will arrive early so that I am dressed and ready to warm-up OR warmed up by this time.  I am required to sign-in on the call board when I arrive at rehearsal.   Student initials ______
· Upon the request of the director, actors must place cell phones in container at beginning of rehearsal (container will be locked up during rehearsal).  Cell phones will be returned at the end of rehearsal.
· I am expected to attend all rehearsals to which I am called wearing proper attire: flexible clothing (NO JEANS) and closed toed, closed heeled, well-fitting shoes.

· I will have my script and a pencil every rehearsal.  Taking notes during notes is expected, therefore, I will bring a notebook every day.  Student initials ​​​​​______
BEHAVIOR AT REHEARSAL and SHOWS
· During rehearsal, I am expected to obey all Redlands Unified School District school rules and Blackhawk Theatre rules (which will be discussed).

· The student Stage Manager and Assistant Stage Manager deserve my respect and has authority second only to the Director(s) in any rehearsal/performance situation.  The cast and crew of this production deserve my respect and will be treated kindly and with consideration.  Disrespect of ANY kind WILL NOT be tolerated.  Student initials ______
· Outside problems are to be left outside.  Conflicts that interfere with the positive production environment and/or cohesiveness of the ensemble, WILL NOT be tolerated.  Student initials ______
· Inside problems are to be taken to the Stage Manager, who will solve the problem or consult the Director.  Student initials ______
· I will remain silent while in the house or backstage during rehearsals, as noise is very distracting to my fellow cast members who are onstage.   Student initials ______
· Horseplay which results in injury to any person or damage to any piece of theatre equipment will result in disciplinary action, monetary liability and/or dismissal from the production.

· Costumes and props are designed and built with pride by the crew, therefore I will hang up and put away all costume pieces and props.  Student initials _____
· Students will NOT eat, drink or chew gum (water is ok) while in costume and/or in any part of the performing arts building: including G146, scene shop, backstage, and dressing rooms.  During breaks, snacks may be eaten in the building hallway.  Student initials ______
· Rehearsals are closed to everyone but cast and crew.

· Participation in brush-up rehearsals, daytime performances and closing night clean-up are mandatory.
