Introduction:

I. THE COMFORTS OF BEING IN THE PRESENCE OF GOD
(vv. 10-12). A day in your courts…. 

A. WHO the Lord IS to YOU (v. 11a) – For the Lord God [is] a 
sun and shield; 

1. The LORD  GOD is a SUN.

2. The Lord God is a SHIELD.

B. WHAT the Lord GIVES to YOU (v. 11b).--The Lord will give
grace and glory; No good [thing] will He withhold From those who
walk uprightly. 

1. GRACE.

2. GLORY.

3. GOODNESS.

II. THE CONDITIONS FOR BEING IN THE PRESENCE OF
GOD (vv. 1-9)  The marks of the man/woman who would be a
doorkeeper are that he/she:
A. LOVES THE LORD'S PEOPLE (HOUSE) (v. 1)

B. LONGS FOR THE  LORD'S PRESENCE (v. 2)

C. LIVES FOR THE LORD'S PRAISE (vv. 3-4)

D. LOOKS FOR THE LORD'S POWER (vv. 5-9)
