(John the Baptist)

Isaiah 40:3
A voice of one calling: “In the desert 
prepare the way for the LORD; make 
straight in the wilderness a highway 
for our God.

Read also Luke 1:5-25, 57-80

In His goodness, God always
tells us ahead of time what He 
is going to do. He does not want
us to miss His will. In the case of 
the birth of Jesus, He very much 
wanted us to know and recognize 
Jesus when he was born. Even the 
birth of John the Baptist was told 

beforehand in the book of Isaiah.
Later, John would warn people
of the start of Jesus’ earthly min-
istry. When God plans for every
detail in advance, he proves how 
much He wants us to know Him
and be with Him through our
faith in Jesus.

Isaiah 7:14
Therefore the Lord himself will give 
you a sign: The virgin will be with 
child and will give birth to a son, and 
will call him Immanuel.

Read also Luke 1:26-56

voice acknowledging, “JESUS IS
